Since September 2018, the Council of Catholic Women has been hosting a nightly 

Rosary call for the healing of the Church and for participants’ personal intentions.  

We believe that prayer is the foundation of action.  

Therefore, let us heed Mary’s call to pray the Rosary. Like the saints and blessed who came before us, we too can 

help spread the dew of divine grace. Should we have doubts, consider Mary’s 15 promises1 for all Christians who 

recite this powerful prayer devoutly: 
1) Whoever shall faithfully serve me by the recitation of the Rosary, shall receive signal graces. 

2) I promise my special protection and the greatest graces to all those who shall recite the Rosary. 

3) The Rosary shall be a powerful armor against hell, it will destroy vice, decrease sin, and defeat heresies. 

4) It will cause virtue and good works to flourish; it will obtain for souls the abundant mercy of God; it will withdraw the 

hearts of men from the love of the world and its vanities and will lift them to the desire of eternal things. Oh, that 

souls would sanctify themselves by this means. 

5) The soul which recommends itself to me by the recitation of the Rosary, shall not perish. 

6) Whoever shall recite the Rosary devoutly, applying [themselves] to the consideration of its sacred mysteries shall 

never be conquered by misfortune. God will not chastise [her] in His justice, [she] shall not perish by an unprovided 

death; if [she] be just [she] shall remain in the grace of God and become worthy of eternal life.  

7) Whoever shall have a true devotion for the Rosary shall not die without the Sacraments of the Church. 

8) Those who are faithful to recite the Rosary shall have during their life and at their death the light of God and the 

plenitude of His graces; at the moment of death they shall participate in the merits of the saints in paradise.  

9) I will deliver very promptly from purgatory those who have been devoted to the Rosary. 

10) The faithful children of the Rosary shall merit a high degree of glory in heaven. 

11) You shall obtain all you ask of me by the recitation of the Rosary. 

12) All those who propagate the Holy Rosary shall be aided by me in all their necessities. 

13) I have obtained from my Divine Son that all the advocates of the Rosary shall have for intercessors the entire celestial 

court during their life and at the hour of their death. 

14) Those who recite the Rosary faithfully are all my beloved children, the brothers and sisters of Jesus Christ.

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Celebrating and Visiting the Elderly in your Community 
 

 Pope Francis’ wish is for young people to go out and visit their grandparents or the elderly, 

especially those who are alone and may feel lonely. Below are a few ideas that young people can do 

for visiting those who may be alone: 

 

 • Have young people and their parents accompany parishioners who visit the sick and homebound; 

consider bringing a small gift such as a flower and pray a prayer together.  

• Encourage young people to visit their neighbors who are elderly or do a form of service for them: 

mow the lawn, take their trash cans to the curb and back, weed their flower beds, wash their car, etc.  

• Invite an elderly neighbor or grandparents to your home for a meal and have the children help make 

and serve the meal.  

• Have children make cards for their elderly neighbor – look on social media for creative ideas – and 

have them bring them to their neighbors.  

• Bake some cookies or other special treat and bring it to their elderly neighbor  

to share and talk with them. 

 • Visit the older person a couple of times, asking them questions about their life, and then write a 

story or draw a picture of their experiences that they shared and give the story to the person.
